Resolutions passes by Delegates at the 2009 Ohio State Grange Convention
REPORT OF THE AGRICULTURE COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange go on record and promote a YES vote for Issue 2, establishment of the Ohio Livestock Care Standards Board, on the November 3rd ballot.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange lobby for a position on the Board represented by a grange member.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange lobby to be one of the organizations representing agriculture in Ohio.

REPORT OF THE BUDGET COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange eliminate the $600 monthly living expense for the Ohio State Grange Master/President.
REPORT OF THE CITIZENSHIP AND PUBLIC AFFAIRS COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Grange at all levels lobby legislators to oppose the Waxman-Markey Bill and any other legislation with respect to Cap and Trade.

RESOLVED that the Grange at all levels oppose any increase in taxes and/or any decrease in tax credits (ie depletion allowance) on gas and oil production.

RESOLVED that the Grange at all levels support legislation to require all bills to be available for public review for 72 hours prior to a vote.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange oppose any legislation to allow the establishment of casinos in Ohio.
REPORT OF THE CONSERVATION AND NATURAL RESOURCES COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urge the officials of the state of Ohio to allow the transporting throughout Ohio of all firewood for campfires EXCEPT Ash firewood.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange work with Federal, State and Local agencies to sponsor workshops discussing the feasibility and application of alternative sources of energy.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange support efforts to open the Yucca site in 2020 and oppose actions to delay the project.
REPORT OF THE EDUCATION AND HEALTH COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urge our state legislators to investigate the possibility of county-wide school districts in Ohio.
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urge the Ohio’s U.S. Legislators to vote “no” on the present health care reform bills.

RESOLVED that the National Grange encourage the U.S. Legislators to vote against the present health care reform bills.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urge the National Grange to work with the U.S. Congress for a plan that would lower health care costs, subsidize health care for low income families or individuals, expand health care coverage, and allow individual choice for participation in a health care program.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange reaffirms that the U.S. Postal Service keeps rural and Saturday deliveries as they are with no changes.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urge the state legislature and the Ohio State Government to reinstate full funding for libraries.
REPORT OF THE GRANGE ACTIVITIES COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that Harry A. Caton be inducted into the Ohio State Grange Hall of Fame.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange officially become completely separated from the Friendly Hills Grange Camp Advisory Board.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange support increased use of the term “local chapter” within and outside the fraternity.
REPORT OF THE GRANGE BY-LAWS AND GOOD OF THE ORDER COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that any Grange that has Active Grange Funds can contact the Ohio State Grange Office for information and upon request will receive a full report at the expense of the Grange requesting it.

RESOLVED that the 2nd paragraph of Section 1; ARTICLE VI, of the 2008 Ohio State Grange By-Laws be deleted and the following paragraph be added under , ARTICLE IV; as Section 10, of the 2008 Ohio State Grange By-Laws;

Section10.  Whenever the Master of the Ohio State Grange is single, or a married Master’s spouse is unavailable to serve as a delegate to the National Grange session, for whatever reason, and thereby causing the Ohio State Grange to lose a delegate vote at the National Grange Session, thus creating the need for choosing a second voting delegate to represent Ohio at the National Grange Session, the delegate body, having elected the officers of the state grange, directs the executive board to appoint the second voting delegate in order of the elected state officers to be the second delegate of the Ohio State Grange at the National Session.

RESOLVED that the words: “In the event there is no election in a county, the Deputy Master, along with the County Pomona Master and the Pomona Secretary shall attempt to appoint Patrons to serve, and thereby file credential papers with the Ohio State Grange” be inserted between the two paragraphs currently in Article IV-Section 6 of the Ohio State Grange By-Laws.

RESOLVED that the Honorary Junior Grange Pledge be changed to “I solemnly promise – that I will promote – the role of the Junior Grange – and encourage participation in it – and I willingly pledge to it – my active support and influence.”

RESOLVED that a task force be created by the executive board to find a feasible solution to make our convention more affordable and increase our mission as legislative delegates to our Order. Be it further resolved that the task force receive suggestions from the Subordinate Granges.
REPORT OF THE LABOR AND JUDICIARY COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange work with legislators to restore funding of Ohio State Extension under the Ohio State University to the initial $26.3 million and permit OSU Extension to continue its reorganization plan and provide information to all Ohioans.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange add to the existing policy statement about opposing the building of casinos, opposition to installing private slot machines at horse race tracks around Ohio.
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange urges the Ohio Legislature to revise the “OHIO REVISED CODE # 6101” so that any continued assessment and future assessments be submitted to the voters within the district for their approval or disapproval.
RESOLVED  that the Ohio State Grange and National Grange oppose any bill that includes a government run health care system.
REPORT OF THE TAXATION COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange’s representative on the Ohio Department of Taxation’s CAUV advisory committee, request that the “Risk Factor Calculation” be re-instated’ and FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange go on record as requesting that future CAUV increases be considered more frequently thus showing gradual increases on properly taxes for farms.

RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange cooperate with other organizations in studying and proposing new ways of funding school systems in Ohio, with goals of equitable treatment for those being taxed.
REPORT OF THE TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE
RESOLVED that the Ohio State Grange support legislation that makes texting & typing on a mobile communication device while driving a primary offense.
